200 WOMEN TRAINED UNDER SBEP

200 women shea collectors and processors in
Northern Ghana from 10 cooperatives were trained
on financial literacy as part of the Shea Business
Empowerment Program (SBEP), implemented by
the Global Shea Alliance (GSA) in partnership with
the Mastercard Foundation under its Young Africa
Works initiative.

The objective of the training was to assess the
women's experiences on financial literacy and
savings and guide representatives of cooperatives
to develop an action plan for scaling up. Trainers
conducted a needs assessment of the cooperatives
and tailored the training the women, following
| topics like budgeting, loan and personal finance
ws A ' Pk mManagement.
The SBEP is a 3-year program that will create 90,000 work opportunities for women shea collectors
and SMEs. This will strengthen shea cooperatives and Small and Medium Entreprises (SMEs) by
providing access to capital, development skills and business coaching, market opportunities as well
as digitalization.

8 WAREHOUSES DONATED IN MALI

In November, 8 warehouses were donated to
1 cooperatives in Loulouni, Gouandiaka, Gouanan,
Koussan-Torakoro, Danou Yorobougoula, Kassaro,
Sébékoro and Sanankoroba in Mali as part of the
"Supporting the Inclusive Commercial Development
of the Shea Value Chain” project, funded by the
Enhanced Integrated Framework.

An essential element of the shea trade is to avoid
contamination of the kernels at each stage of the
process. These warehouses will improve the
production and storage of shea kernels, creating
more business opportunities for shea collectors and
processors and improving their business and
operational performance.

In addition, it opened more
economically viable doors for women in shea
especially during the off-shea season.

The project integrated shea trees with crops
on smallholder farms, creating an agroforestry
landscape resilient to climate change.

Under this initiative, two farms were set up in
Tufa and Tede local government areas. 1,500
women were trained on technical crop
production and apiculture. Economic and
environmental evaluations of the farms were
conducted to assess its impact on the lands
and the women beneficiaries. 14 crops
weighing 1500kg and 37.8 liters of honey
valued at 700,000 Naira was produced from
the farms

The workshops' objectives examined the
lessons learned, best practices on various
climate-smart farm practices, crop selection,
environmental and economic assessments.

The GSA also produced a short documentary
for the project that recounts of project
impacts fromm women beneficiaries and also
covers how adopting an agroforestry-based
integrated farming system can increase
resilience from both a climate and an
economic perspective.

THE 'IMPROVING WOMEN SHEA COLLECTORS’ CAPACITY IN GHANA'

PROJECT- WHAT'S NEXT?

From 2021 - 2022, The Global Shea Alliance (GSA), in partnership with Invest for Jobs of the
German Federal Ministry for Economic Cooperation and Development implemented the

'Improving Women Shea Collectors’ Capacity in Ghana' project.

Under this partnership, 16 cooperatives were
created for women shea processors. 34 existing
cooperatives were strengthened through
business management and quality shea
production training and market sourcing
assistance. GSA and its partners leveraged
technical and financial resources to equip 30,000
women with 16 warehouses, 20 tricycles, jute
sacks, weighing scales, shea rollers and improved
stoves. In addition, beneficiaries received training
on tree planting which resulted in the planting of
10,980 trees.

Based on the assessments conducted by
independent field experts, the project created
2,500 jobs by introducing dry season farming as
an additional income generating activity for
women cooperatives, creating a niche market
for the women to sell organic shea butter to
targeted buyers, hiring warehouse managers,
cooperative managers and field officers for new
cooperatives.

More detail will be published soon on how the
project was delivered and its outcomes.

Y Chain Due Diligence Act, to take effect in 2023.

The law mandates German companies to monitor
potential human rights and environmental risks, such as
child labour, forced labour, discrimination and inadequate
health and safety standards by initiating measures to
detect and prevent such issues within their supply chain.

The participants received practical training on how to
implement key processes in terms of risk assessment,
preventive and remedial measures, grievance
mechanisms, and reporting.

The Executive Director of Enhanced Integrated
Framework, Ratnakar Adhikari led the EIF team to visit the
GSA regional office in Lomé, Togo in October.

During the visit, GSA's MD, Aaron Adu, presented the
project impact: US$17m in facilitated trade, 1,400 jobs
created, 4 shea butter processing centres established and
32,000 women reached.

Mr Adhikari gave his appreciation for the impact of the
project so far, as well as the additional resources mobilized
from other donors and the private sector.

The PRADCIFK project is a US$3.6m regional program
implemented by the GSA in collaboration with the Enhanced Integrated Framework and national
implementing units in Benin, Burkina Faso, Mali and Togo.
